More than 1,900 graduate students and 7,600 undergraduate students

Program are focal points in efforts to attract and retain more students for
engineering careers.

The Look College ranks second nationally in total enrollment and fifth
in the number of engineering bachelor’s degrees awarded.  It is fourth in
the number of degrees awarded to women, sixth in degrees awarded to
Hispanics, and 26th in degrees awarded to African-Americans.

Departments hold individual recognitions, as well.  According to U.S.
News and World Report, graduate studies in Biological & Agricultural
Engineering are ranked 1st, the Department of Petroleum Engineering is
ranked 2nd, the Department of Nuclear Engineering is ranked 5th, the
Department of Industrial Engineering is ranked 6th, the Department of
Civil Engineering is ranked 11th, and the Aerospace Engineering graduate
program is ranked 14th in the nation, among comparable universities.
